Share your Life-Story
Big Idea from the Talk: You are part of God's story and God is telling his story through your life.  

The purpose of this activity is to:
1. See how God has been at work in shaping your life

2. Share your story with your Christian community

Supplies you'll need:
· 11x17 piece of paper for each student

· Lots of post-it note – 4 different colors

· Pens or pencils

· Time: 60 minutes

Directions: Each student will create a timeline of their life.  They will write significant life experiences on their Post-It Notes using these 4 categories / colors:

A. Good experiences (using pink Post-It notes)

a. Strong friends, sports, fun experiences, lessons learned, important decisions, etc…

B. Negative/difficult experiences (using blue Post-It notes)

a. Bad friends, injuries, deaths in the family, divorce, etc…

C. Life-Transitions (using yellow Post-It notes)

a. New school, new house, new town, significant changes

D. God’s work in your life (using purple Post-It notes)

a. How has God changed you? Why do you follow Christ? When did you start coming to church?

Give students 10-15 minutes to write down as many significant life experiences as possible.  Then post those life experiences on their 11x17 piece of paper.  

After everyone is done, give students 3-5 minutes to share their life story.  It will take more than 3-5 minutes, so budget time wisely and give the group enough margin to go over if needed.  

Small Group Leaders should share first to model vulnerability, transparency, and how to share.
